Directions For Use: One Step Technique

1. Apply a thin coat of adhesive to the selected custom or stock tray.

2. Prepare teeth (isolate and place retraction cord).

      *(Note: If using material in tubes, mix equal amounts of base and catalyst and load

      into a syringe. Proceed to Step 6.) 

3.   Insert cartridge into impression gun.

4.   Twist off and remove seating cap from cartridge.

5. Before attaching mixing tip, extrude about 1 /4 inch of material by  squeezing trigger      

      on extruding gun. Wipe end of cartridge to remove excess. Firmly attach mixing tip

      with a 1 /4 turn and make certain it is sealed.

6. Extrude material into gingival crevice and onto prepared teeth and then load tray   

      with the same material.

7.   Seat loaded tray over prepared teeth (already lined with material) and hold passively

      until set (about 3-4 minutes) before removing tray.

8.   Remove tray in vertical motion, rinse with wan-n water and air dry.

9.   Impressions can be safely disinfected using any aqueous, hospital-level disinfectant.

10.  The impression can be poured in die-stone immediately after disinfecting.

11.  Dimensional stability of Polyvinylsiloxane assures that pouring of impressions can

       be delayed up to 2-3 weeks.

12. Impressions will accept silver or copper plating.

Note: 

After extruding material from cartridge, leave cartridge tip in place as a self-sealer until ready for next use. For each subsequent use, discard the used tip of set impression material and securely attach a new mixing tip.
